FROM THE PASTOR

Some people just don't get it, do they? They just don't get it. Christians are not supposed to be a contentious people

unable to get along with one another and yet, that is what we often are. Yes, Christian people love "The Prayer of Saint

Francis" but are not always eager to practice its petitions: "Lord, MAKE ME an instrument of thy peace; where there is

hatred, LET ME sow love; where there is injury, pardon . . . . O Divine Master, grant that I MAY NOT so much seek to

be consoled as to console; to be understood, as to understand; to be loved, as to love . . . ." (#481 in the hymnal). These

are beautiful words to say but are not words we always want to live, do we?

We also love The Beatitudes, don't we? "Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness .... Blessed are the

merciful.... Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called children of God" (Mt. 5:1-12). We also cherish the

beautiful words of I Corinthians 13: "IF I SPEAK in the tongues of mortals and of angels, but do not have love, I am a

noisy gong or a clanging cymbal. And IF I HAVE prophetic powers, and understand all mysteries and all knowledge, and

IF I HAVE ALL FAITH, so as to remove mountains, but do not have love, I am nothing. . . . Faith, hope, and love abide,

these three; and the greatest of these is love." I Corinthians 13 is, as you well remember, part of a larger section telling

the Corinthian Christians they needed to learn how to get along with each other. In fact, chapter 13 has sandwiched

within its paragraphs these gentle words of reprimand for not getting along: "WHEN I WAS A CHIED, I spoke like a

child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child; when I became an adult I put an end to childish ways." Get it? Did the

Corinthian Christians get it and put an end to their childish ways? Paul was somewhat more frank when he wrote the

Galatians: "... the whole law is summed up in a single commandment, 'You shall love your neighbor as yourself.' If,

however, YOU BITE AND DEVOUR ONE ANOTHER, take care that you are not consumed by one another" (Gal. 5:14,

15). Wonder if they got it?

We fail Jesus when we are a contentious people. We bring shame to Jesus when our communities of faith are in turmoil

by people who refuse to get along. Even in the church there are people who don't give others the benefit of the doubt,

don't try to understand others and don't try to work together. Jesus is grieved by such behavior as we "bite and devour one

another" (Gal. 5:14). Of all people, Christians should know how to get along and yet, we don't!

There are two North Arkansas congregations currently in turmoil. I hope I have taught you better than this! A college

professor once replied when asked about a student who had been a member of one of his classes: "He attended my

lectures but was not one of my students." I am hopeful you are my students so what has happened in other congregations

will never, never happen at Grand Avenue. May we learn from what other churches are experiencing as we pray these

lyrics from a hymn by Sydney H. Nicholson:

God be in my head, And in my understanding;

God be in mine eyes, And in my looking;

God be in my mouth, And in my speaking;

God be in my heart, And in my thinking;

God be at mine end, And at my departing.

Amen.
