Friendship. What is required to develop a good friendship, perhaps a friendship for life? Friendships are
developed by spending time together, but it is a special kind of time spent together where the relationship
is allowed to grow and flourish; therefore, we are talking about quality time spent together where there is
listening to one another, getting to know one another, seeking to understand one another and genuinely
caring about one another. This type of lasting friendship doesn’t happen in a week or two. It takes time.

Joseph M. Scriven wrote these words in 1855: “What a Friend We Have in Jesus.” Our friendship with
Jesus develops and flourishes through quality time spent together where we get to know Jesus as our Lord
(one who has authority over us) and Savior (saving us from our captivity to sin and for an eternal life with
God). We get to know Jesus through spending time with him in prayer where we share our concerns and
listen to his voice speaking words of healing, encouragement and direction to our innermost being.
Learning about Jesus through reading his teachings found in the New Testament and sharing with other
friends of Jesus in both formal ways (Christian Education) and informal ways (everyday conversations)
helps us know him better and how important his friendship is in the development of our best selves - our
true selves. Of course, Jesus pledges in the Sacrament of Holy Baptism that we are numbered among his
New Testament people of God and in the Sacrament of Holy Communion he promises that his abiding
presence will nourish us as his strong friends in every age. Worshiping Jesus with his other friends obvi-
ously builds us up and makes his presence and promises a dynamic part of our lives.

“The Upper Room,” which is a devotional magazine available throughout the year, helps individuals
build their friendship with Jesus. “The Sanctuary for Lent 2010" is an additional way to intensify this
friendship development during the season of Lent, which is often referred to as “the spring house-cleaning
of the soul.”

Is Jesus your friend, Lord and Savior? Have you spent time in getting to know him - really knowing him?
Have you wisely used Lent 2010 as a time for refreshing your friendship with Jesus? Can you say with
Joseph Scriven, “What a friend we have in Jesus”? 1 pray that you can and that you will join us in wor-
ship on Easter Sunday when we celebrate Jesus’ triumph over sin and death all because he loves us and is
our friend.
