Has vour Lent been a spiritually enriching one for
vou? For vour family? Did you keep your Lenten discipline of additional spiritual readings or of
taking on projects that blessed the lives of others or of fasting so as to be drawn closer to the Lord
by remembering we do not live by bread alone or of giving up something with the Lord in mind (Lk.
4:4b: §)? Did vou strive to keep the character marks of those who belong o the Kingdom of God
(Mt. 5:1-12)7 Did your life embrace and live out the Summary of the Law given by Jesus (Mk,
12:28-31)7

Prior to the beginning of Lent. the “Pastor’s Article™ has long sought to teach various avenues of
spiritual formation. Past articles have included information about fasting. The keyvnole arlicle for
2009 was aboul Lectio Divina {published February 19). [ know at least one person is following the
guidance of this article as pan of their 2009 Lenten discipline.

The calendar for my life is the Christian Year. | realize this is not a popular calendar here in the
South where liturgical Christians are far outnumbered; nevertheless. thiz is the way [ have long lived
my lite and will continue living my life. The Ash Wednesday “Invitation To The Observance of a
Holy Lent™ has been my invitation to observe a holy Lent “by self-examination and repentance: by
prayer, fasting, and self-denial; and by reading and meditating on God’s holy Word.”™ 1 have always
felt a touch of pity for those Christians rejecting the Christian Year and the opportunity it offers for
a congregation-wide spiritual formation. Thev don’t know what they are missing!

| remember how life slowed down for my family with the arrival of Lent. Tt was a time of intense
spiritual reflection. When Palm Sunday finally came, there was the beauty and celebration of the
Palm Sunday service with the processional of the palms and the singing of “All Glory, Laud, and
Honor™ { hard to believe some Christians don’t even know this hymn). A lengthy Gospel reading was
part of this service and reminded the congregation that Palm Sunday set in motion the events of Holy
Week. The congregation stood for this lengthy reading!

Life slowed down even more for my family as we approached the solemn night of Maundy Thursday.
The reverent solemnity in our home intensified with the sanctity of Good Friday and with going 1o
church at noon that day taking precedence over any other family activity. | remember how quiet the
church was on Good Friday with only the sound of the narthex door being opened, the shullling of
leet as people entered the pews and the gentle thud of kneelers opening against the floor. There were
no flowers, no paraments, no candles in the church on Good Friday. The door of the tabemacle was
open and the crosses were draped. [ ean still hear the diapason stops of the pipe organ with choir and
congregation singing of *0 Sacred Head. Now Wounded.” After church, Hot Cross Buns were
bought at the bakery before we headed home to prepare ourselves for the night of Good Friday and
the stillness of Holy Saturday before the glory of Easter Sunday.
