While preparing a recent sermon, I came across the reference to a story by Nathaniel Hawthorne - a story I had 

long forgotten.  The story is “Wakefield” and is about a man of that name who wakes up one morning and de-

cides to take a break from his wife and home in London.  He rents out a room one block over from his home 

and doesn’t tell his wife.  Wakefield’s intention was to stay away only for a day or two, but his break continues 

day after day, week after week, month after month, and year after year.  For twenty years he watches his wife 

from a distance and never lets her know where he is or even if he is still alive.  The story ends with Wakefield 

walking down the street one day when he suddenly decides the time has come to return home; whereupon, he 

enters the door to his home as if he had never been away at all. 

 

There are people who have this type of a “vacation relationship” with God.  They slip away for a short break 

that continues into months and then years.  Their lives are similar to Wakefield, watching God from one street 

over but never connecting with the loving, nurturing, energizing relationship offered by God. 

 

I am hopeful our faithful Grand Avenue members are here because we love God and want to grow in our rela-

tionship with him, and even want to share with others the joy and the blessings that such a relationship with 

God can offer them. 

 

How is your relationship with God?  You know he loves you and has revealed his love for you in the coming 

of Jesus, who is the visible image of the invisible God (Col. 1:15).  The article I was reading in my sermon 

preparation closed with this observation: “It’s tempting to become like Wakefield and say, ‘You know, maybe 

someday I’ll go home.  Maybe someday I’ll be in a relationship with God.’  Then the days and the years pass.  

Of course, Wakefield did go home in the end.  We don’t know if his wife was like the waiting father in the 

story of the prodigal son or not, but we do know that’s how our God is.  He’s always waiting for us to come to 

our senses and find our way back to him.  But in the meanwhile, how much are we missing?  Wakefield missed 

twenty years of his life....”
