FROM THE PASTOR

Jesus loves me and people like me. Right? He loves people in my political party and social
group. Right? He loves people in my marital status and age group. Right? He loves people of
my race and cultural background. Right? He loves people with my kind of education and life
experiences. Right? Yes, Jesus loves you and, lest we forget, he loves everyone else too,
which means we should treat others in a manner befitting individuals loved by the Lord. The
words we direct toward others, the way we drive on the highway among others, the way we re-
spond to the needs of others all reflect how precious we consider other people in Jesus’ eyes;

Jesus loves “the little children” who were there, but
he loves everyone else too!

Who do you see when you look at other people? Do you or do you not see them as individuals
loved by Jesus? I am hopeful you will come to look at others through the eyes of Jesus and
then respond to each one as an individual precious in the eyes of the Lord.
